The end-user statement must be given on the end-users alternatively the consignees own stationary (business letterhead).

If the end-user statement covers 2 pages, each page must have a number, e.g. number 1/2 and 2/2. Furthermore, page 2 must have a reference to order or contract number.
Section 1 – parties:

A) If the end-user statement is filled out by the end-user:

The person or body named at 1d) certifies that they are the end-user of the goods described in Section 2, which are to be supplied by the exporter named in 1a). They further certify that they shall use the goods for the purposes described in Section 3; and that the goods will not be used for any purpose described in Section 4b. 

· The exporter should be the person or company who makes the licence application in Denmark,

· The exporter´s reference can be completed by the exporter.

2) If the end-user statement is filled out by the consignee

The person or body named at 1b) certifies that they are the importer of the goods described in Section 2. They further certify that

Section 2 – Goods:
