Consolidated version of

Statutory Order no. 627/2003 on the prohibition of the import, sale and export of mercury and products containing mercury, amended by Statutory Order no. 282/2008 and Statutory Order no. 115/2009
Pursuant to Articles 8, 30, 45, 59 (4) and 60 of the Chemical Substances and Products Act, within the meaning of the Consolidation Act No 1755 of 22 December 2006, as last amended by Article 3 in Act No 173 of 12 March 2008, the following is laid down:
Chapter 1

Scope of the Order 
Article 1. Measuring instruments containing mercury, as specified in Annex 1, must not be imported or sold, without prejudice to paragraph 5.
Paragraph. 2. Mercury and other products containing mercury other than those specified in paragraph 1 must not be imported, sold or exported, without prejudice to paragraph 5.
Paragraph. 3. Mercury is understood to be the element mercury, both in metallic form and in chemical compounds.
Paragraph. 4. Products containing mercury are understood to be products which contain more than 100 ppm (mg/kg) of mercury in their homogeneous individual components.
Paragraph. 5. Irrespective of the prohibition stipulated in paragraphs 1 and 2, the products containing mercury specified in Annex 2 may be imported, sold and exported.
Paragraph. 6. The Order does not apply to:
1) Natural pollution in coal.

2) Measuring equipment containing mercury, including equipment for measuring blood pressure, other than the equipment specified in paragraph 1 used in the healthcare sector and for other commercial and industrial uses.

3) Used products containing mercury which complied with Danish requirements when initially sold, except the measuring instruments containing mercury specified in Annexes 1 and 2, points 2 and 3.

4) Products containing mercury which are included in other legislation on the regulation of mercury content, except for products containing mercury included in Annexes 1 and 2, points 1–3.

Chapter 2 

Administrative regulations
Article 2. Inspection and control of compliance with this regulation is carried out by the Danish Environmental Protection Agency, within the meaning of the act's regulations on this.
Paragraph. 2. The Danish Environmental Protection Agency can, in very special cases, issue exemptions from the Order, without prejudice to paragraph 3.
Paragraph. 3. Paragraph 2 does not apply to the measuring instruments containing mercury specified in Annexes 1 and 2, points 2 and 3.
Paragraph. 4. In accordance with paragraph 2, decisions made by the Danish Environmental Protection Agency, cannot be appealed to other administrative authorities.
Chapter 3 

Penalties and entry into force
Article 3. Unless higher penalties are deemed applicable in accordance with other legislation, the penalties for violating the provisions of Article 1 of the Order are fines.
Paragraph. 2. The penalty may increase to imprisonment for up to 2 years if the infringement was intentional or due to gross negligence and if it resulted in
1) damage to human life and health or the risk thereof, or

2) damage to the environment or the risk thereof, or

3) an achieved or intended financial benefit, including through savings realized by the infringer or others.

Paragraph. 3. Companies, etc. (legal entities) may be liable to prosecution in accordance with the regulations in Chapter 5 of the penal code.
Article 4
. The Order shall enter into force on July 15 2003, and will automatically be repealed on 15 July 2013, unless other provisions have been made before that date.

Annex 1
List of measuring instruments containing mercury which must not be imported or sold, within the meaning of Article 1, paragraph 1
1. Thermometers for medical purposes.

2. Other measuring instruments which are designed to be sold to the general public (for example manometers, barometers, blood pressure measuring equipment, thermometers other than those for medical purposes).

Annex 2
List of products containing mercury, for which import, sale and export is permitted, within the meaning of Article 1, paragraph 5
1.
Products for filling permanent molar teeth, where an amalgam filling will last longer than a plastic filling, and where there is
a) no opportunity to keep the tooth dry,

b) difficult cavity accessibility,

c) particularly large cavities, or

d) a large distance to neighbouring teeth.

2. Measuring instruments within the meaning of Annex 1, point 2, which are older than        50 years old on 3 October 2007.

3. Barometers, within the meaning of Annex 1, point 2, until 3 October 2009, except barometers which are included in point 2 of this Annex.

4. Mercury wetted film switches and relays, which comply with EN 119000, for special use in activities involving

a) telecoms and data communication,

b) process control,

c) PLC remote control of energy supply, or

d) electrically off testing systems.

5.
Special light sources:
a) For discharge lamps, including low energy light bulbs.

b) For analysis work.

c) For graphic work.

6. Flash units for safety installations on railways.

7. Electrodes for special use:

a) Polarographic analysis.

b) Potentiometric analysis.

c) Calomel reference.

8. Chemicals containing mercury for special use:
a) Raw materials for analysis reagents.

b) Analysis reagents.

c) Standards.

d) Conservation of starch for laboratory use.

e) Isotope dilution analysis.

f) Catalysers.

9. Products for research, including prosthetic dentistry.

10.  Products for education.

11.  Products for use in aircraft to sustain human life.

12.  Products for the repair of current mercury containing equipment.
