Executive Order on the prohibition of the importation and sale of products containing lead1) 

 

Pursuant to Sections 30, 31, 45, subsection 1, Section 59, subsection 4, and Section 60 of the Danish Act on Chemical Substances and Products, cf. Consolidated Act No. 1755 of 22 December 2006, as amended by Act No. 97 of 10 February 2009, the following shall be laid down:

Chapter 1

Scope of the Executive Order
   Section 1. This Executive Order governs the importation and sale of products containing lead.

   Section 2. Lead shall be understood to mean the element lead, both in metallic form and in chemical compounds.

    Subsection 2. Products containing lead shall be understood to mean products in which lead constitutes more than 100 ppm (mg/kg) of the product’s homogeneous component parts.

   Section 3. The rules of this Executive Order shall not prevent the importation and sale of products governed by other rules issued pursuant to the Chemicals Act or other legislation.

   Section 4. The Executive Order does not govern the importation and sale of products solely for the purpose of exportation.

   Section 5. The Executive Order shall not apply to the following:

1) Raw materials and semi-finished products.

2) Used products which when initially sold complied with Danish requirements.

3) Lead carbonates and lead sulphates as substances or as component parts of chemical products intended for paint covered by Annex XVII of Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 of the European Parliament and of the European Council of 18 December 2006.
Chapter 2

Prohibition on importation and sale
Chemical compounds of lead
   Section 6. The importation and sale of products containing chemical compounds of lead is prohibited from 1 March 2001.

    Subsection 2. Notwithstanding the prohibition in subsection 1, the importation and sale of products containing chemical compounds of lead shall continue to be permitted for the product categories referred to in Annex 1 to this Executive Order until the dates specified in the Annex.

 Subsection 3. The prohibition in subsection 1 shall not apply to products for repairing existing products.

Metallic lead
    Section 7. The importation and sale of products containing metallic lead is prohibited for the product categories referred to in Annex 2 to this Executive Order from the date specified in the Annex.

    Subsection 2. The prohibition in subsection 1 shall not apply to products for repairing existing products.

Chapter 3

Control, dispensation and right of appeal

   Section 8. Supervision and control of compliance with the rules of the Executive Order shall be carried out by the Danish Environmental Protection Agency, cf. the provisions of the Act in this regard.

     Subsection 2. The Danish Environmental Protection Agency may in very special cases authorise deviation from the rules of the Executive Order. The Danish Environmental Protection Agency may lay down conditions for this authorisation.

    Subsection 3. No appeal against the decisions of the Danish Environmental Protection Agency under Section 8 may be lodged with another administrative authority.

Chapter 4

Penalties and entry into force
    Section 9. Unless a higher penalty is warranted under other legislation, a fine shall be imposed on anyone who

1) imports or sells products in contravention of Section 6, subsection 1, or Section 7, subsection 1, or

2) disregards conditions linked to an authorisation under Section 8, subsection 2.

    Subsection 2. The penalty may increase to imprisonment for up to two years if the contravention was committed wilfully or through gross negligence, and the contravention

1) caused damage or danger to human life or health,

2) caused damage or danger to the environment, or

3) resulted in or was intended to result in financial gain for the person in question or for others, including through cost savings.

    Subsection 3. Criminal liability may be imposed on companies, etc. (legal persons) under the rules of Chapter 5 of the Danish Criminal Code.
 Section 10. This Executive Order shall enter into force on 14 September 2009.

    Subsection 2. Executive Order No. 1082 of 13 September 2007 on the prohibition of the importation and sales of products containing lead shall be repealed.
